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The year 1948 has been for the International Telecommunication Uriion a 'yi:iar 'of transition 
between the system of the Madrid Convention, 1932, and that oftHe:·Atlariti\Y'City~Cortvention, 
1947, certain provisions of which have been applied since 1st January 1948, although it officially 
came into force on 1st January 1949. 

The Atlantic City reforms began to have considerable influence on the activities of the 
General Secretariat in 1948. They have greatly increase"cl it_s_ responsibilities arid ·:have also given 
rise to a whole series of conferences, especially in connection with radio,- which; have made demands 
on a large part of the permanent staff of the General Secretariat.

An outline is given further on of the _activities of the General.~·~_cr~~ariat:~p.ri~g ~948. A 

distinction has been made between ordinary work (permanent ciut~~s. !which, Go,ine under the 
ordinary budget of the Union) and the extraordinary work arising ehi~f}.-y fro rh· coQferences and 
meetings and financed under special accounts grouped in the extr&oraina'ry budget. .. 

It will be seen that during 1948 both the ordinary work and ·the: extraordiria'i·y work were 
particularly heavy. A further serious complication should not be ldsFsight\Yf~fr-oin: 1st January 
to 15 October some of the offices were in Berne and some in Geneva ;.in; .the latter -half of -October 
the Berne bureau, together with all the archives, had to be transferred tP G~:t;J-ev._~.

Before describing the activities proper of the General Secretariat, we thol;lght it expedient 

to recall the position of the various countries in relation to the Ac'ts of the :Unim{ (Con'~entions 
and Regulations). · -

In this connection it must be stressed that since 1948 the General Secretariat ·has been the 
depositary of the instruments of ratification of the Atlantic City Convent~O:fi.~p.q of ,the :inst:r11ments 
of accession to this Act. This may seem but a light responsibility; it is, however, a most delicate 
task as it requires voluminous and continuous correspondence and also sets the Secreta.ry G~neral 
problems of international law which he did not have to deal with in the past. ·

The increase in the responsibilities and activities of the General Secretariat implied by the 
Atlantic City decisions necessitated the engagement of temporary employees from the beginning 
of the year. As regards organization, the two divisions, Telegraph and Telephone, and Radio, 
have, it is true, the same responsibilities as previously. On the other hand, the Cabinet of the 
Secretary General had to be considerably augmented because in addition to its usual work, it 
had to provide a secretariat for the Administrative Council and deal with the many problems 
arising from relations with the United Nations, the specialized agencies and other international 
organizations. Finally, a large temporary staff had to be recruited for conferences, in particular 
for the Provisional Frequency Board which was in session throughout the year.

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IV. ORDINARY WORK 

1. Relations with Administrations 

The principal task of the General Secretariat is to act as a link between telecommunication 
administrations and to publish for their use, in addition to the Convention and the Administrative 
Regulations, a series of lists and statistics which must be kept up to date and periodically reissued. 

Although essentially the same as in previous years, this task was complicated in 1948 by the 
necessity for publishing documents in several languages. Previously, only French had been used 
in correspondence and for all other documents. 

However this may be, besides the many special letters called for by this work, in 1948 the 
General Secretariat prepared and sent to all the Members of the Union: 

24 issues of the fortnightly Notification (with 8 annexes), 
206 circular telegrams, 
51 circulars and 
22 circular letters. 

a) Correspondence 

The number of items of incoming and outgoing mail registered in 1948 totalled 12,986. Postage 
for the 77,587 parcels despatched by the Documents Supply Department amounted to 
113,557.40 Swiss francs. 

h) Fortnightly Notification 

The 24 issues of the printed fortnightly Notification (Nos. 542 to 565) were regularly des­
patched. They gave Members of the Union information primarily on the following subjects: 

Ratification, approval or application of the Acts of the Union, or accession to them; 
international telecommunication conferences; Mexico City High-Frequency Broadcasting 
Conference, the International Consultative Committees : C. C. I. F., C. C. I. R. and C. C. I. T.; 
classification of acceding governments for contribution towards the expenses of the Union; 
contributions for 1949 payable in advance by the Members of the Union; transfers of per­
sonnel of the Administrations; restrictions on international telegraph and radiotelegraph 
correspondence and the lifting of such restrictions; the fixing or changing of the gold franc 
equivalent in different countries; temporary changes in official time in certain countries; 
application of the optional provisions of the Regulations; addresses of administrations, 
operating agencies and international organizations; use of franking stamps for payment for 
telegrams; special press telegrams at reduced rates; changes in the tariff tables A, B and C; 
changes in the tariffs of cable or wireless companies; frequencies of radio stations; List of 
Coast Stations and Ship Stations; List of Aeronautical Stations and Aircraft Stations; 
Official List of Telegraph Offices open for international traffic; General Telephone Statistics; 
changes in the radiotelegraph lists; land station, internal and ship or aircraft charges; 
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radio stations reopened or temporarily closed; monthly survey of international communication 
channels out of service or restored to service; monthly survey of service restrictions. 

c) Circular telegrams 

The 206 circular telegrams referred chiefly to the introduction or lifting of restrictions on inter­
national telegraph and telephone correspondence and changes in official time in different countries. 
All these telegrams were reproduced in the fortnightly notifications. 

d) Circulars and Circular Letters 

The 30 circulars (Nos. 1174 to 1203) of the Telegraph and Telephone Division dealt with the 
following subjects: 

List of International Telephone Circuits, International Telegraph Alphabet N° 2; small 
edition of the Atlantic City Convention; government telegrams; government telephone calls; 
publication of the documents of the Atlantic City Conferences 1947; General Telegraph 
Statistics for 1946; Proposals for the International Telegraph and Telephone Conference, 
Paris, 1949; distribution of the publications of the General Secretariat of the Union after 
1 January 1949; rates for government tel~grams; accounts for the financial year 1947; Inter­
national Telegraph and Telephone Conference, Paris, 1949; organizations possibly interested 
in the International Telegraph and Telephone Conference, Paris, 1949; meeting of a C. C. I. T. 
and C. C. I. F. Joint Committee; study groups of the C. C. I. T.; unification of telegraph 
rates; General Telephone Statistics for 1947; financial operating report for 1947; despatch 
of the documents of the Atlantic City Conferences, 1947; speed of transmission of telegrams; 
map of international long-distance telecommunication lines in Europe; International Telegraph 
Regulations Revision Committee; rental of telecommunication circuits; telegraph and tele­
phone franking privileges in international relations; application of the new provisions in the 
Atlantic City Convention to government telegrams and telephone calls; documents of the 
6th meeting of the C. C. I. T., Brussels, 1948; List of German telegraph offices in the British 
and American Occupation Zones. 

The 7 circular letters (Nos. 66 to 72) referred to: 

the use of signal 32 of the International Alphabet No. 2; C. C. I. T.: committees of rap­
porteurs; meeting of a Special Plenary Assembly of the C. C. I. T. in Paris, 1949; representa­
tion of the C. C. I. T. on the C. C. I. R.; report to the United Nations by the General Secre­
tariat of the I. T. U. 

The Radio Division issued 21 circulars (Nos. 572 to 592). They referred to the following sub­
jects: distribution and despatch of publications of the General Secretariat; subscriptions for 
documents; reissue of various lists; financial operating report and accounts for 1947; Acts of the 
European Broadcasting Conference, Copenhagen, 1948; participation in the study groups of the 
C. C. I. R., and application of the Atlantic City Radio Regulations. 

Moreover, 26 circular letters were addressed to all or some of the administrations. They 
dealt with International Red Cross broadcasts; report by the Preparatory Committee of Experts 
on the Safety of Life at Sea; reports on frequency measurements by the Monitoring Centre of the 
0. I. R.; 0. I. R. lists of European broadcasting stations; admission of 0. I. R. to the C. C. I. R. 
(inquiry); meetings of the U. I. R.; regulations for and frequencies of amateur stations in Canada; 
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Television Congress, Paris, 1948; 1st Report of the P. F. B.; notifications to the P. F. B. of fre­
quency assignments; European Broadcasting Conference; Regional Maritime Radio Conference, 
and the reprint of the List of Stations performing special services. 

2. Relations. with other Organ~ of the Union 

a) International Frequency Registration Board (I. F. R. B.) 

The establishment of the I. F. R. B. in Geneva in 1948 led to an extensive correspondence 
with the Chairman of the Board as well as with the Swiss authorities, mainly concerned with.mat.: 
ters often of a delicate nature relating to premises, furniture. and personnel. This task took 
up a considerable portion of the activity of the Secretary General himself. 

b) International Telegraph Consultative Cornmittee (C. C. I. T.) 

During 1948, the C. C. J. T. was administered by the Assistant Secretary General in chagrc 
of the Telegraph and Telephone Division. As a result, the staff of the General Secretariat was called 
upon to assist in the work which, because of the 6th Plenary Assembly of the Committee held in 
Brussels in May, proved to be somewhat extensive. 

c) International Telephone· Consultative Committee· (C. C. I. F.) 

The establishment of the C. C. l. F. in Geneva resulted in but a small increase in routine rela­
tions existing between ·the General Secretariat and the Committee. 

d) International Radio Consultative Cornmittee (C. C. I. R.) 

The remark concerning the C. C. I. T. applies to the above Committee. During 1948, the 
C. C. I. R. was, in practice, administered by the Assistant Secretary General in charge of the Radio 
Division. A Plenary Assembly was held in Stockholm in July. 

3. Relations with the United Nations, the Specialized Agencies and other 
International Organizations 

Relations with the United Nations and the Specialized Agencies were developed during the 
year 1948. These relations give rise to copious correspondence and the exchange of numerous 
documents,· especially with the United Nations, the International Civil Aviation Orga­
nisation (I. C. A. 0.) and the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization 
(U. N. E. S. C. 0.). The General Secretariat has done all in its power to encourage these relations 
without, of course, infringing the agreement between the L T. U. and the United Nations, and the 
directives of the Administrative Council. 

. · · Relations with international organizations other than the United ~ations and the Specialized 
Agencies are limited as, in accordance with· the Convention· and Regulations, they occur mainly 
d\uing conferences, and ·meetings. It is to be noted, however, that the Secretariat has kept in 
close touch with the· International M·etereological Organization (I. M. 0.), especially for keeping 
up. to date ·the List of Stations· performing Special Services (Stations regularly transmitting 
metereological bulletins and notices to navigators).

5. . Administrative: Coqncil. 

According to Article.-5, paragraph 7,.of.the Atlantic City Convention "the.Secretary.Ge'neral 
of the Union shall act as, Secretary·of the Administrative Council.". ,This.-means:a:heavy respon­
sibility for the Secretariat;· it has to prepare documents for submission to •the, :Council and :provide 
the staff required by the Council for its Meetings. The Admihistrative:Coun'cil:hadto hold:twolses­
sions:in 1948: the .first from 15th January·to 11th February..and the second:from 1st-September 
to 3rd October. On that occasion, the Secretary General had to publish -no less·than 300idocuments 
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in English, Spanish and French. It also published in these three languages, a collection of resolu­
tions consisting of 100 roneographed pages, the Rules of Procedure of the Administrative Council 
and the Staff Regulations of the International Telecommunication Union. 

The Administrative Council work of the General Secretariat, which includes investigations, 
inquiries and the preparation of reports, extends over the whole year. 

6. Telecommunication Journal 

In 1948 the Telecommunication Journal reached the end of the 15th year of its existence 
and the 80th of the Union Journal if the 65 years of publication of the Telegraph Journal are 
included. 1948 also saw the beginning of its career as a trilingual journal (English, French and 
Spanish). The publication of the Journal in its new form meant facing new difficulties and a 
considerable increase in work. Nevertheless, results appear to be satisfactory, at least as far 
as the possibility of producing a useful publication in three languages is concerned. Financial 
results cannot yet be assessed but it is hoped that increased subscriptions will set off the rise in 
the cost of production due to translation expenses and the necessity of printing three texts 
instead of one. 

In 1948, 2,500 copies of the Journal, consisting of 520 pages, were issued. 400 of these copies 
are being held in reserve. 

As regards earlier years, the first three Volumes ( 1869 to 1877), Volume XXXVI ( 1912) and 
the first Volume of the Telecommunication Journal, continuation of the Telegraph Journal (1934), 
are out of print; copies of each of the other volumes are, however, still available.

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V. EXTRAORDINARY WORK 

Since the Atlantic City conferences in 1947, conferences and meetings sponsored by the 
I. T. U. have been particularly numerous, and the General Secretariat has as a result been kept ex­
tremely busy. 

This may be seen from the summary given below of the extra work done in connection with 
conferences and meetings held in .1948 alone. 

It should be noted that, in a general way and under the Convention, the Secretariat of every 
conference is provided by the Secretary General, who appoints for that purpose a number of per­
manent staff members and, in addition, according to the need in each case, persons engaged tem­
porarily for the duration of the conference. 

For conferences held at Geneva alone the average number of temporary staff taken on in 
1948 was 100. 

General Secretariat personnel were appointed for Conferences held elsewhere and to them were 
added temporary staff trained at Geneva and other staff recruited locally. 

1. Atlantic City Conferences, 1947 

In accordance with a decision of the Administrative Council, the General Secretariat published 
in 1948 the Minutes of the Plenary Sessions and an analytical index of the documents of the 
International Telecommunication Conferences, as well as an analytical index of the documents 
of the High Frequency Broadcasting Conference held at Atlantic City.1 ) 

These publications total 360 pages. 1,500 copies have been issued in each of the French and 
English languages. 

2. Provisional Frequency Board (P.F.B.) 

The Board entrusted with the preparation of the new international frequency list started its 
work at Geneva on 15 January 1948. In accordance with the Resolution relating to the prepara­
tion of the new frequency list it will cease to exist on the date the new list is adopted by the special 
conference. At the end of 1948 the Board had about 80 members, working on six committees. 
They produced a great number of voluminous documents. By way of illustration it may be men­
tioned that one of these documents, which had to be drawn up, reproduced and sent to adminis­
trations, weighed 20 kilograms. We may state, to give an idea of the material side of the orga­
nization of the P. F. B., that that organ costs the Union about 87,000 Swiss francs per month. 

3. Preparatory Committee for the International Administrative 
Aeronautical Radio Conference 

This Committee, composed of representatives of 14 countries and of representatives of 
I. C. A. 0., and I. A. T. A., met at Geneva from 26 April to 15 May 1948. It prepared a draft 
agenda for the Aeronautical Radio Conference and made a number of recommendations to that 
Conference. 

1) An analytical index of the documents of the Atlantic City Radio Conference is now being prepared. 
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4. International Administrative AeronauticaL· Radio Conference ( lst Session) 

This Conference started at Geneva on 15 May 1948, adjourned on .25 September 1948 and 
is to resume· work on 1st August 1949. · It is composed of representatives of 49 ~ountries, of 
I. C. A. 0. and [A. T. A. and one member of the I. F. R. B. Its main task is to draw up a fre­
quency assignment plan for the Aeronautical Mobile Service. 

5. Plann~ng Committe~ .of the. International High Freque~cy Br~~dcasting Conference, 
Mexico City, 1948-1949 

This Committee, on which only five countries were represented, held two sessions-one at 
Geneva from 22 March to 10 June 1948, and the other at Mexico City from 14 September to 
20 October 1948. Its task was to draw up a high frequency broadcasting assignment plan and to 
suggest the most effective means of implementing it. 

6. International High Frequency Broadcasting Conference, Mexico City, 
1948-1949 

69 countries were represented at the Mexico City High Frequency Broadcasting Conference, 
which was opened on 22 October 1948 and closed on 10 April 1949. 

The Secretariat was composed of 118 members (some of whom were detached from the General 
Secretariat and some specially recruited). 

7. Preparatory Committee of Eight Countries for the Copenhagen 
European Broadcasting Conference, 1948 

Representatives of 8 European countries met at Brussels from 15 January to 20 March 1948, 
and again from 11 May tq 9 June 1948, to work out a draft frequency assignment plan for the 
Copenhagen European Broadcasting Conference. 

1 member of the General Secretariat was appointed to the Secretariat of that Committee. 

8. Copenhagen European Broadcasting Conference, 1948 

This Conference lasted from 25 June to 15 September 1948. 32 countries were represented. 
Its work resulted in the drawing up of a Convention and of a frequency assignment plan for broad­
casting stations in the European region. 

The Secretariat, which was-the same for.the Maritime Regional Conference mentioned under 
9 below, was composed of 60 members (some of whom were detached from the General Secretariat 
and ·some specially ·recr11ited). 

9. Copenhagen Maritime Regional Radio Conference, 1948 

This Conference was held concurrently with the Broadcasting Conference, from 25 June to 
17 September, 1948. Representatives from 28 countries took part in its work, which resulted in 
a Convention and a frequency assignment plan for coast stations in the European maritime area. 
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-to~· Preparatory Committ'ee, of·. the· ·Administrative: Radio Conference: 
for Region 3 

Thi~ Committee included representatives, from 11 countries an4 observers from the U. S. S. R., 
the I.'F. R. B. and S. C. A. ':P. -It met at Geneva from 11 October ·.to 10 December 1948. The 
C~~nmittee p~bli~hed a r'ep.ort .contai~ing a dr~ft age~ d.~, fo.r the-Ad~in~strative. Radio. Co~ference 
for Region 3 and made a number of recommendations to that Conference. 

J'L International 'Ad-ministrative Telegraph ·an:d' 'Teiep'horie· Coliference,· 
Paris,· :1949 

In July 1948 the General Secretariat undertook the preparation of proposals to he submitted 
to this Conference. These are contained in a printed document of about 360 pages, which had to 
be drawn up in three languages and circulated to administrations in good time for them to study 
it before the Telegraph and Telephone Conference began in Paris on 18 May 1949. · 

12. 6th Meeting of the C.C.I.T. Plenary Assemb~y,, Br~ssel~,. 1948 

The C. C. I. T. held its 6th Plenary Meeting at Brussels from 11 to 28 May 1948. Apart 
from the voluminous preliminary documents, the General Secretariat issued the results of this 
Meeting in 3 languages and as separate publications. These form a· book of 126· printed, pages. 

The Secretariat of the Assembly was formed by 43 members ·(some of whom were-detached 
from the General Secretariat and some specially recruited). 

13. 5th Meeting of the C.C.I.R. Plenary Assembly, Stockholm, 1948 

The C. C. I. R. met at Stockholm from 12 to 31 July 1948. In coniiectlon with this Session 
the General Secretariat issued numerous preparatory documents and a 210-page brochure in three 
languages, as three separate publications, containing the Recommendations made by the 
5th Meeting and the new questions put to the 6th Meeting. 

63 staff members (some of whom were detached from the General Secretariat' and some 
specially recruited) were sent to Stockholm for this Assembly. 

14. Meetings of C.C.I.F. Study Groups, Stockholm, 1948 

The C. C. I. F. Study Groups which met at Stockholm from 8 to 22 June 1948 were organized 
by the Specialized Secretariat of that organ. Nevertheless, the Secretary General had. to send a 
staff member to represent him. · · · . · 

15. · Transfer of the General Secretariat from ·Berne to Geneva· 

Any account of the extraordinary work performed by the General Secretariat in .. 1948 must 
include a mention of the transfer of its offices from Berne to Geneva. This gave rise to serious 
problems, chief among which is the housing question; this, as a matter of fact, is not yet satis­
factorily solved, since it)1as. nof-;.been:possibl~ to:house .alL divisions in th~ same:'place. The move 
has been made without undue difficulty, however, and thanks to the cooperation of the whole 
staff it has not interfered .to any noticeable. extent )':'ith the smooth functio~)ng of tlle. S~cr.et!3-riat. 
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VI. CONCLUSION 

As may be seen, the task of the General Secretariat during 1948 has been particularly heavy. 
It will be readily understood that in these circumstances its former staff-which amounted to 
only thirty members of all grades-had to be considerably increased by the addition of temporary 
personnel. 

At its third session, the Administrative Council decided to increase the permanent staff. 
It may legitimately be hoped that in this way the General Secretariat, provided that posts in 
the various classes of personnel are redistributed, will probably be able to deal satisfactorily with 
the increased responsibilities arising from the reorganization of the Union that was decided upon 
at Atlantic City and the continuous expansion of international telecommunications.
